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History
Gdynia" was a Pomeranian
(Kashubian) fishing village, in 1253

It was a popular tourist spot with several 
guest houses, restaurants, cafes, several 
brick houses and a small harbour with a

pier for small trading ships 

The decision to build a major
seaport at the Gdynia village was
made by the Polish government 
in 1920, in the midst of the 
Polish-Soviet War (1919–1920). 

In 1938 Gdynia was the largest 
and most modern seaport on the 
Baltic Sea, as well as the tenth 
biggest in Europe.
